
Docmosis - License Agreement

IMPORTANT – PLEASE READ THIS AGREEMENT!

This  License Agreement  (“Agreement”)  is  a  binding legal  document between Docmosis  and Licensee,  which
explains Licensee’s rights and obligatons as a licensee of Docmosis Products.  “Licensee” means either (a) you as
an individual or (b) your company, if you are using Docmosis Products in your capacity as an employee or agent of
a company.  “Docmosis” means Docmosis Pty Ltd (ACN 163 331 413) of Suite 8 / 5 Hasler Rd, Osborne Park, WA
6154 Australia.

By installing or using any Docmosis Products you agree that you have the authority to bind Licensee to this
Agreement and Licensee agrees to be bound by this Agreement.

If Licensee does not agree to this Agreement Docmosis is unwilling to license the Products to the Licensee, and
therefore, do not download, access or otherwise use Docmosis Products.

From tme to tme Docmosis may modify the terms of this Agreement.  Such modifcatons will be posted on our
website as well as distributed with the Products.  Licensee agrees to all of the modifcatons of this Agreement as
it is posted or distributed at the most recent tme Licensee downloads or accesses the Products or Updates.

All Products are licensed, not sold.  Docmosis is the owner of the Docmosis Products (and any related services)
and of the intellectual property rights which relate to the Docmosis Products and services. Docmosis reserves all
rights not expressly granted to Licensee.  

Any license granted pursuant to this Agreement is granted only to the Licensee. The Licensee must not make
available,  enable  others  to  access,  distribute,  transfer,  resell,  assign,  sublicense  or  otherwise  deal  with  any
Product or Service (or the related intellectual property) or any of the rights under this Agreement (including but
not limited to rentng or leasing the Products and Services to third partes) other than as permited by the terms
of this Agreement. 

Licensee must notfy Docmosis immediately in writng if Licensee becomes aware: 

1. that there is or has been an unauthorised use of Licensee’s license, account access details, or any other
security breach relatng to Licensee’s Docmosis account;

2. of any claim by any person of any rights to any of the Products, services or intellectual property rights;
3. of any actual, suspected or antcipated infringement of the Products, services or intellectual property

rights.

1. Introduction to Docmosis Products

“Docmosis  Products”  or  “Products” means  Sofware,  License  Keys,  Access  Keys,  Cloud  Services,  and  Beta
Versions.

1.1. Software.  Docmosis  ofers  many  diferent  sofware  products  for  download,  including  Docmosis-Java,
Tornado and others.   “Software” means any Docmosis product that Licensee uses (whether by way of
download  from  the  Docmosis  website  or  any  other  website).   The  term  also  includes  (a)  related
documentaton, (b) updates to the Sofware, (c) any APIs or internet-based components of the Sofware
provided by Docmosis and (d) any third party sofware embedded in or provided with Docmosis’ sofware.
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1.2. License Key. “License Key” means a unique alphanumeric code used for actvatng the Sofware.
1.3. Cloud Services. “Cloud Services” means Docmosis online services and products including Docmosis Cloud

that Licensee access via the Docmosis website or the internet.
1.4. Access Key. “Access Key” means a unique alphanumeric code used for accessing the Cloud Services 

programmatcally.
1.5. Derived Works.  “Derived Works” means works based upon or using the Products.
1.6. Evaluaton Period.   Docmosis will specify a period (or, if not specifed, for 30 days), or as extended, for

Licensee’s internal evaluaton purposes to determine whether to procure a Docmosis Product (“Evaluation
Period”).

1.7. Beta Versions. Licensee understands that any pre-release and beta Products we make available (“Beta 
Versions”) are stll under development, may be inoperable or incomplete and are likely to contain more 
errors and bugs than generally available Products.  We make no promises that all features of any Beta 
Versions will ever be made generally available.

1.8. Templates. “Template” means a document containing placeholders for any dynamic content.

2. License to Use Docmosis Software
2.1. Software  License. Subject  to  the  payment  of  Fees  and  the  terms  and  conditons  of  this  Agreement,

Docmosis grants Licensee a limited, worldwide, non-exclusive, non-transferable, non-sub-licensable right
to use the Sofware (“Software License”).  Sofware licenses are perpetual unless terminated pursuant to
the terms of this Agreement.  

2.2. Trial License.  If Licensee has obtained a License Key for trial or evaluaton purposes, the following terms
shall apply and take precedence over any preceding, inconsistent or confictng terms: Docmosis grants
Licensee a limited, revocable, non-exclusive, non-transferable, non-sub-licensable right to use the Sofware
for the Evaluaton Period solely for Licensee's internal business purpose of evaluatng the Sofware (“Trial
License”).  At end of the Evaluaton Period the Licensee’s right to use the Sofware shall terminate and the
Sofware will cease to functon.

2.3. License Keys.   The Sofware requires a License Key in order to operate.  The License Key may limit the
capabilites  of  the  Sofware  and  specify  the  scope  of  usage  as  described  at
htp://www.docmosis.com/licenses.   In such circumstances the Sofware must only be used in accordance
with the scope of usage.  For the avoidance of doubt, applicatons that have embedded Docmosis must
only be deployed  in accordance with the License Key used by the deployment.  The License Key will be
delivered as described in Secton 5.4.

2.4. License Restrictons.  Licensee will not, and will not permit any third party to, try to circumvent the License
Key or use the Sofware beyond the limits specifed by the License Key.  

2.5. License Limitatons.  Licensee may also use the License Key to actvate a limited number of copies of the
Sofware  as  is  strictly  necessary  for  the  purposes  of  data  protecton,  backup,  testng  and  internal
development (“Non-Production Purposes”).

3. Use of Docmosis Cloud Services
3.1. Subscripton  Access  Rights.   Subject  to  the  payment  of  Fees  and  the  terms  and  conditons  of  this

Agreement Docmosis grants Licensee a non-exclusive right to access and use the Cloud Services during the
applicable Subscripton Term (“Subscription Rights”).
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3.2. Trial Access Rights.  Subject to the terms and conditons of this Agreement Docmosis grants Licensee a non-
exclusive, revocable right to access and use the Cloud Services during the Evaluaton Period solely for the
Licensee's  internal  business  purpose  of  evaluatng  the  Cloud  Services  (“Trial  Rights”).  At  end  of  the
Evaluaton Period the Licensee’s right to access and use the Cloud Services shall terminate and Licensee’s
Account will cease to functon.  Licensee agrees not to create more than one Account with Trial Rights.  An
Account  with  Trial  Rights  may  have  certain  limitatons  imposed  and  the  Evaluaton  Period  may  be
terminated at any tme.

3.3. Account.  To access and use the Cloud Services Licensee will require an account which can be created at
htp://www.docmosis.com/account (“Account”).  The  Account  may  limit  Licensees  use  of  the  Cloud
Services  (“Quota”)  commensurate  with  the  subscripton  fees  paid  (“Plan”)  as  described  at
htp://www.docmosis.com/cloudservices at the tme of order. 

3.4. Subscripton Term and Renewals.  Licensee selects the inital subscripton term, which may be a month, or
other  mutually  agreed  period,  at  the  tme of  order  (“Initial  Term”).   Once  that  Inital  Term  expires,
Docmosis will charge Licensee’s credit card or debit card within a reasonable tme prior to the end of the
then-current Subscripton Term for the then-current Fees for the appropriate Plan.  Licensee’s subscripton
will automatcally renew for successive terms of the same period unless Licensee or Docmosis notfes the
other of non-renewal at least 5 business days prior to the upcoming expiraton date.  “ Subscription Term”
means the Inital Term and any renewal term(s).

3.5. Cancellaton.  Docmosis may provide Licensee with a notce that includes instructons on how to cancel
their subscripton at the end of the current Subscripton Term.  Licensee may cancel their subscripton at
the end of the Subscripton Term by following the instructons in the notce. Cancelling the subscripton will
stop recurring fees going forward, but will not retroactvely refund current payments.  Licensee will retain
access to their paid-for Cloud Services untl the end of the then-current Subscripton Term.

3.6. Third Party  Accounts.  Accounts  can also be created by third party applicatons where permited and
previous arrangements with Docmosis have been made. These Accounts are subject to the terms of this
Agreement irrespectve of the terms of use agreed to by the end user of such applicaton or service and the
provider of the applicaton or service.  It is a conditon of third partes providing Docmosis as a service by
proxy that such third partes encompass the terms of this Agreement within their own terms of use in their
entrety.

3.7. Fair Use.  Licensee agrees not to exceed any Quota assigned to them as part of any Account that they have
(“Fair Use”).  Docmosis will inform Licensee of any such behaviour that it deems to be unfair.  Use of the
Cloud Services must be in accordance with the relevant Docmosis documentaton and policies.

3.8. Licensee Data.  Unless otherwise specifed, Licensee retains ownership of any data, Templates or other
content  or  informaton that  Licensee provides  through the Cloud Services  (“Licensee Data”).  Licensee
agrees  not  to  submit  any  content  that  is  obscene,  defamatory,  libelous,  threatening,  harassing,
pornographic, racially or ethnically ofensive, that encourages conduct that would be considered a criminal
ofense  or  give  rise  to  any  liability  (civil  liability  or  otherwise).  Licensee  will  not  submit  any  material
(including any virus, bot, worm, scriptng exploit or other harmful code) that is likely to harm or corrupt the
Cloud Services or any computer systems or data. Licensee represents and warrants to Docmosis that it has
sufficient rights in the Licensee Data to grant the rights in this secton and that the Licensee Data does not
infringe the rights of any third party. Licensee agrees that Docmosis may, in its sole discreton, delete or
remove any Licensee Data at any tme and with or without notce.

3.9. Operatonal.  Licensee hereby grants Docmosis a non-exclusive, worldwide, royalty-free license to copy,
distribute, perform, display, store, modify,  and otherwise use Licensee Data in each case solely to the
extent necessary to provide the applicable Cloud Services to Licensee.
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3.10. Security. Docmosis implements security procedures to help protect Licensee Data from security atacks.
However, Docmosis cannot guarantee that the security procedures will be error-free, that transmissions of
data will  always be secure or that unauthorized third partes will  never be able to defeat the security
measures.   Docmosis  is  not  responsible  for  any Licensee Data  lost,  altered,  intercepted,  corrupted or
stored. 

3.11. Usage Informaton.  Docmosis may also collect aggregate informaton to determine general Cloud Service
usage paterns and characteristcs of its user base and otherwise to improve its products and services, and
may include such aggregate informaton about its audience in promotonal materials or reports to third
partes. This aggregate informaton will not reference names, phone numbers, email addresses, or other
personally identfable informaton, and it will be not traceable to a specifc Licensee.  

3.12. Return of Licensee Data.  Afer terminaton or expiraton of a Subscripton Term or this Agreement, unless
it was for Licensee’s breach, at Licensee’s request, Docmosis will use reasonable eforts to make available
the Licensee Data for download. If made available, Licensee must download the Licensee Data within 30
days of terminaton or expiraton.  Afer that, Docmosis may delete the Licensee Data.  Docmosis does not
warrant or represent the accuracy of the downloaded informaton and is  in no way responsible if  the
informaton is destroyed, altered, corrupted or lost in the process of downloading.   

3.13. Storage Limits. Docmosis may create or modify maximum storage limits for the Cloud Services at any tme,
in its discreton, and Licensee acknowledges that it may not receive notces about these limits.

4. Licensee Obligations
4.1. Licensee  Informaton.   Licensee  will  provide  true,  accurate,  current  and  complete  informaton  when

registering with Docmosis and ordering Products and agrees to update its informaton if it changes.  This is
important, because Docmosis may send notces, statements and other informaton to Licensee by email or
through Licensee’s account (for Cloud Services).  Licensee will keep its usernames, passwords, License Keys
and Access Keys confdental and will not share them with third partes.  Licensee will immediately notfy
Docmosis of any unauthorized use of its License Key, Account, or Access Key.  Licensee is responsible for all
actons taken through its accounts.

4.2. Conditons on Use.  Licensee will not, and will not allow any other third party to:
(a) reverse engineer, decompile, disassemble, decipher, decrypt, or otherwise seek to discover or obtain

the source code or  non-public  APIs to  Products  (including any data structure or  similar  materials
generated by the Products), except to the extent expressly permited by applicable mandatory law
(and then only upon advance notce to Docmosis);

(b) modify, transfer, sublicense (including without limitaton on a tmeshare, subscripton service, hosted
service or outsourced basis), or relicense any Products to any third party;  

(c) distribute the Products in any form that allows the Products to be reused by any applicaton other
than Licensee‘s Derived Work;

(d) use  the  Products  to  develop  Derived  Works  that  ofer  similar  or  competng  functonality  as  the
Products, or expose features of the Products through an API for use by an unlicensed third party;

(e) atempt to probe, scan, or test the vulnerability of the Products or network or breach any security or
authentcaton measures;

(f) use the Products to send sensitve informaton via non-encrypted channels such as email;
(g) use any Products for commercial solicitaton purposes or spam;
(h) publicly disseminate informaton regarding the performance of Products; or
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(i) use the word “Docmosis” or any Docmosis  trademarks  or logos to endorse, describe or promote
Derived  Works  without  prior  writen  permission  from  Docmosis.   For  writen  permission,  please
contact admin@docmosis.com. 

4.3. Redistributons.  Products or Derived Works may only be deployed (including redistributon) in accordance
with the License Key used by the deployment.  Redistributons must reproduce this  Agreement in the
documentaton and/or other materials provided with the distributon.

5. Fees and Payments.
5.1. Fees.  In consideraton of the Products and any accompanying licenses provided to Licensee by Docmosis 

hereunder, Licensee shall pay Docmosis the license fees, subscripton fees, expenses, and taxes as 
displayed on the Docmosis website htp://www.docmosis.com (“Fees”).

5.2. Payments. Licensee must pay all Fees by their due date specifed at the tme of order or otherwise within
30 days of Docmosis’ invoice or notce.  Subscripton fees for Cloud Services will be charged as described in
Secton 3.4.

5.3. Taxes.  If  the Licensee is required by law to make any deducton or withholding from any payment to
Docmosis in respect of tax imposed upon Docmosis the Licensee must:
(a) take all reasonable steps to ensure that the amount of the deducton or withholding is the minimum

permissible under the law, and remit the balance by the due date for payment under this Agreement;
and

(b) pay  the  full  amount  of  the  deducton  or  withholding  to  the  appropriate  Governmental  Body  in
accordance with the law; and

(c) must deliver, or ensure the delivery, to Docmosis within 20 business days afer the payment of any
deducton or withholding, the tax receipts and other documentaton certfying the actual payment of
that deducton or withholding; and

(d) the Licensee must also pay to Docmosis whatever additonal amount is necessary (afer allowing, for
the avoidance of doubt, for withholdings from that amount) to ensure Docmosis receives the full
amount of the payment due under this Agreement as if the withholdings had not been deducted.

5.4. Delivery. Docmosis will deliver the applicable License Key (in the case of Sofware) or login instructons (in
the case of  Cloud Services)  to  the email  addresses  specifed when we have received payment  of  the
applicable Fees. All deliveries under this Agreement will be electronic. For the avoidance of doubt, Licensee
is responsible for installaton of any Sofware and acknowledges that Docmosis has no further delivery
obligaton with respect to the Sofware afer delivery of the License Key.

6. Support and Updates
6.1. Docmosis  ofers  Support  and  access  to  Sofware  Updates  to  Licensee  as  described  at

htp://www.docmosis.com/support.
6.2. “Support” means technical support on the use of the Products as Licensee may reasonably request by

email as described in the link above.  Support may include basic informaton and instructons, including
assistance with the general use of the Products, installaton of the Sofware and research of problems
reported to Docmosis by Licensee.  Docmosis does not guarantee that Support will be provided in any
given tme period.  Any estmates provided are estmates only and are not binding or enforceable.

6.3. “Updates” means any generally released updates, patches, modifcatons, bug fxes for the Sofware.
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6.4. Licensee’s  Responsibilites. Licensee  shall  cooperate  fully  with  Docmosis’  reasonable  requests  for
informaton,  personnel  and  tme  necessary  to  provide  Support,  including  providing  informaton  for
Docmosis to reproduce the error(s) reported by Licensee.

6.5. Conversion Limitatons. Licensee understands and acknowledges that due to the complicated nature of
transformatons  between  diferent  document  formats,  Docmosis  may  not  necessarily  provide  an
acceptable transformaton from template to fnal output document in all  cases.  Licensee may need to
modify or adapt a template to ensure the fnal output document is as close as possible to the desired
result.

6.6. Covered Products. Docmosis will  provide Support for the most current version of the Products. Once a
version has been made generally available, Licensee should convert to the latest version in order to ensure
uninterrupted service and contnued Support.

6.7. Derived Works.  Docmosis  will  not provide Support for Derived Works or end users of Derived Works,
Docmosis will only provide Support for the Products to Licensee.

7. Term and Termination
7.1. Term.  The term of this Agreement commences on the day Licensee downloads or in any other way gain

access to the Products.  This Agreement will contnue so long as Licensee has a valid License Key to the
Sofware or an ongoing Subscripton Term for the Cloud Services, unless earlier terminated.  Docmosis may
suspend or terminate this Agreement or Licensee’s Account, with respect to one or more of the Products,
if Licensee fails to comply with the terms and conditons of this Agreement, including any failure to pay
fees when due.  Docmosis may terminate any free account or evaluaton usage at any tme in its sole
discreton.

7.2. Terminaton.  Licensee may terminate this Agreement at any tme with notce to Docmosis.  Such notce
must be provided in writng by way of email to  admin@docmosis.com.  Terminaton will be efectve 24
hours thereafer.  

7.3. Terminaton  Conditons. Immediately  upon  terminaton  of  any  license  or  right  granted  under  this
Agreement Licensee’s right to the Products will cease and Licensee must at its own cost: (a) cease using all
the  terminated  Products;  and  (b)  remove  all  copies  of  Sofware  from  its  computer  systems.   Upon
terminaton of this Agreement for whatever reason, Licensee will not be enttled to credits or refunds for
any unused porton of this Agreement, including but not limited to unused Support or Updates.

7.4. Survival.  Sections 3.12, 5.3, 7.3, 8, 10.2, 11.2, 11.3, 11.4 and 12.1 to 12.8 (inclusive) will survive expiraton
or terminaton.

8. Confidential Information
8.1. Definiton. For purposes of this Agreement, “Confidential Information” shall mean any and all proprietary

informaton disclosed by one Party (the “Disclosing Party”) to the other Party (the “Receiving Party”) in
any  writen,  oral  or  electronic  form  that  is  marked  as  “confdental”  or  with  similar  designaton,  or
informaton which the Receiving Party should,  in  the exercise of  reasonable judgment considering the
circumstances surrounding the disclosure, recognize to be confdental business informaton.

8.2. Ownership.  All Confdental Informaton contained therein are and shall remain the exclusive property and
trade secrets of the Disclosing Party.

8.3. Use and Disclosure.  The Receiving Party shall  use the Confdental Informaton solely for the purpose
stated in, and pursuant to the terms of, this Agreement and shall not use the Confdental Informaton for
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any other purpose or for  the Receiving Party’s own beneft without the Disclosing Party’s prior writen
consent.  Receiving Party shall  hold the Confdental Informaton in strict confdence, and shall  take all
reasonable precautons to protect the Confdental Informaton from unauthorized use or disclosure using
at least the same degree of care as it employs to protect its own Confdental Informaton (no less than a
reasonable degree of care).

8.4. Required  Disclosure.  Nothing  in  this  Agreement  shall  preclude  the  Receiving  Party  from making  any
disclosure of Confdental Informaton that is required by law or by a valid order or requirement by a court
or other governmental body having jurisdicton provided that Receiving Party uses best eforts to limit the
scope of the required disclosure, provides the Disclosing Party notce of the disclosure requirement as soon
as reasonably  possible,  and cooperates  with  Disclosing  Party  in  seeking  confdental  treatment  of  any
informaton required to be disclosed.

8.5. Exclusions.  The restrictons on use and disclosure of Confdental Informaton set forth above shall not
apply to Confdental Informaton that: (i) can be shown by writen evidence to have been in Receiving
Party’s  lawful  possession  before  receipt  of  the  Confdental  Informaton  from  Disclosing  Party,  (ii)  is
independently developed by Receiving Party without the use of the Confdental Informaton as evidenced
by writen records;  (iii)  is  or  becomes publicly  available  through no fault  of  Receiving  Party;  or (iv)  is
rightfully received by Receiving Party on a non-confdental basis from a third party without breach of a
duty of confdentality to Disclosing Party.

9. Ownership and Feedback
9.1. Ownership.  Docmosis  and  its  Licensors  reserve  all  rights  not  expressly  granted  to  Licensee  in  this

Agreement. The Products (including any content or informaton contained therein) and all copies thereof
are protected by copyright and other intellectual property laws and treates. Docmosis or its Licensors own
the ttle, copyright, and other intellectual property rights in the Products and all copies, modifcatons and
derivatve  works  of  the  Products  and  underlying  sofware  (including  any  incorporated  Feedback)
(“Docmosis Technology”), and Licensee does not acquire any ownership rights in Docmosis Technology. 

9.2. Feedback.  “Feedback” means any feedback, comments, suggestons or materials (including, to the extent
disclosed to Docmosis, any Licensee modifcatons) that Licensee may provide to Docmosis about or in
connecton with the Products, including any ideas, concepts, know-how or techniques contained therein.
Licensee  may  provide  Feedback  in  connecton  with  Support  and  otherwise.  Licensee  hereby  grants
Docmosis a worldwide, royalty-free, non-exclusive, perpetual and irrevocable license to use, copy, modify
and  otherwise  exploit  the  Feedback  for  any  purpose,  including  incorporatng  or  implementng  the
Feedback in the Products. Licensee agrees that Docmosis may exploit all Feedback without any restricton
or  obligaton on account  of  intellectual  property  rights  or  otherwise.  For  clarity,  no Feedback will  be
deemed Licensee’s Confdental Informaton, and nothing in this Agreement (including Secton  8) limits
Docmosis’  right  to  independently  use,  develop,  evaluate,  or  market  products,  whether  incorporatng
Feedback or otherwise.

10. Warranties
10.1. Each party represents and warrants that it has the legal power and authority to enter into this Agreement,

and that, if Licensee is an entty, this Agreement and each order is entered into by an employee or agent of
such party with all necessary authority to bind such party to the terms and conditons of this Agreement.

INCLUDING IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, TITLE, NON-INFRINGEMENT AND FITNESS FOR
ANY  PURPOSE.  WITHOUT  LIMITING  THE  FOREGOING,  DOCMOSIS  MAKES  NO  REPRESENTATION,
WARRANTY  OR  GUARANTY  (1)  AS  TO  THE  RELIABILITY,  TIMELINESS,  QUALITY,  SUITABILITY,  TRUTH,
AVAILABILITY,  ACCURACY  OR  COMPLETENESS  OF  ANY  PRODUCTS  OR  ANY  CONTENT  THEREIN  OR
GENERATED  THEREWITH,  (2)  THAT  (A)  THE  USE  OF  ANY  PRODUCTS  WILL  BE  SECURE,  TIMELY,
UNINTERRUPTED  OR  ERROR-FREE  OR  OPERATE  IN  COMBINATION  WITH  ANY  OTHER  HARDWARE,
SOFTWARE,  SYSTEM  OR  DATA,  (B)  THE  PRODUCTS  WILL  MEET  LICENSEE'S  REQUIREMENTS  OR
EXPECTATIONS, (C) ANY STORED DATA WILL BE ACCURATE OR RELIABLE OR THAT ANY STORED DATA WILL
NOT BE LOST OR CORRUPTED, (D) ERRORS OR DEFECTS WILL BE CORRECTED, OR (E) THE PRODUCTS (OR
ANY SERVER(S) THAT MAKE A CLOUD SERVICE AVAILABLE) ARE FREE OF VIRUSES OR OTHER HARMFUL

OR  WARRANTIES  WHATSOEVER  WITH  RESPECT  TO,  AND  ASSUME  NO  LIABILITY  FOR,  ANY  PRODUCTS
PROVIDED  ON  AN  EVALUATION  BASIS.  IN  ADDITION,  DOCMOSIS  AND  ITS  THIRD  PARTY
SUPPLIERS/LICENSORS SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR DELAYS, INTERRUPTIONS, SERVICE FAILURES AND OTHER
PROBLEMS INHERENT IN USE OF THE INTERNET AND ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS OR OTHER SYSTEMS
OUTSIDE THE REASONABLE CONTROL OF DOCMOSIS.

11. Indemnification And Liability
11.1. Force Majeure.  Docmosis shall not be liable for any failure to perform its obligatons under this Agreement

if prevented from doing so by a cause or causes beyond its control. Without limitng the generality of the
foregoing, such causes include Acts of God, or the public enemy, fres, foods, storms, earthquakes, riots,
strikes, lockouts, wars or war operatons, restraints of government or other cause or causes which could
not be controlled or prevented by the party.  Upon completon of the event of force majeure Docmosis
must  as  soon  as  reasonably  practcable  recommence  the  performance  of  its  obligatons  under  this
Agreement.

11.2. Third Partes. Licensee will indemnify, defend and hold harmless Docmosis from and against any and all
claims, costs, damages, losses, liabilites and expenses (including reasonable legal fees and costs) arising
out  of  or  in  connecton with  any claim arising  from or  relatng to (a)  any  breach by  Licensee of  this
Agreement, (b) any Licensee Data, (c) any service or product ofered by Licensee in connecton with or
related to a Product,  (d) any representatons or warrantes made by Licensee regarding a Product to third
partes or (e) breach of intellectual property or other such rights. 

11.3. Maximum liability.  To the maximum extent permited by applicable law, Docmosis’ entre liability under
this Agreement shall be limited to actual damages, up to the amount actually paid by Licensee for (a) such
Sofware, depreciated on a three year straight line basis; or (b) such Cloud Service, in the last six months
preceding  the  date  on  which  the  claim  arose.  LICENSEE  ACKNOWLEDGES  THAT  DOCMOSIS’  PRICING
REFLECTS THIS ALLOCATION OF RISK.

11.4. Other disclaimers.  Notwithstanding anything else in this Agreement, to the maximum extent permited by
applicable  law,  in  no  event  shall  Docmosis  be  liable  for  any  special,  incidental,  punitve,  indirect,  or
consequental damages (including lost profts or revenue) whatsoever arising out of or in any way related
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to this Agreement. Licensee specifcally understands and agrees that Docmosis disclaims all warrantes and
liability with respect to loss, loss of use or corrupton of any Licensee Data (or other data Licensee may
provide) and the costs of procurement of any substtute goods.

11.5. Third party websites. Docmosis may include links on its website to third party websites.  Docmosis does not
own intellectual  property  rights,  or  make representatons in  relaton to the accuracy  or  otherwise,  of
content contained on such third party websites.

12. General Terms
12.1. Entre Agreement. This Agreement consttutes the fnal, complete and exclusive agreement with respect to

the  subject  mater  hereof  and  supersedes  all  prior  writen  or  oral  agreements,  communicatons,
negotatons or understandings.  Should any provision in an exhibit or atachment hereto confict with any
of  the  provisions  of  this  Agreement,  this  Agreement  shall  control  unless  the  confictng  provision
specifcally states otherwise.

12.2. Governing Law. This Agreement is made under and shall be construed according to the laws of the State of
Western Australia.  The partes irrevocably agree that the courts of the State of Western Australia shall
have exclusive jurisdicton to setle any dispute or claim (including non-contractual disputes or claims) that
arises out of or in connecton with this Agreement.

12.3. Headings.  The headings of sectons and paragraphs of this Agreement, including, without limitaton, any
exhibits atached hereto, are for general informaton and reference only, and this Agreement shall not be
construed by reference to such headings.

12.4. Export Control. The import and export of any Product may be subject to control or restricton by applicable
local law.  Licensee is solely responsible for determining the existence and applicaton of any such law to
any proposed import or export and for obtaining any needed authorizaton.  Licensee agrees not to import
or export, directly or indirectly, any Product to or from any country in violaton of applicable laws.

Licensee may not  assign this  Agreement  without  the prior  writen consent  of  Docmosis
(which consent will not be unreasonably withheld), provided that the assignee agrees to be bound by the
terms and conditons contained in this Agreement.  Docmosis may assign its rights and obligatons under
this Agreement in whole or in part without consent of Licensee.  Any permited assignee shall be bound by
the terms and conditons of this Agreement.
